The special meeting held on 5th March was 
well attended and lots of great ideas were 
discussed.  A motion was put forward , and 
carried, that the Guild go ahead with gallery 
renovations, including new carpet.  This 
will lift the interior and �kick it into the 21 st 
century�.  Two walls previously erected by 
our members when we originally moved 
into the gallery will be removed.  This will 
open up the big storage room and the craft 
area will be shifted to that space.  Several   
security cameras will monitor the area. 
The length of the gallery will be for hanging 
paintings and, with the new carpet, should 
make the gallery look big and open.   We 
will still have one storage room plus a 
small section at the back of the new craft 
room for our peg boards. 
We will also have a new L shape reception 
desk built with a glassed section for 
displaying valuable items. 
The council has arranged to replace the 
roof over the gallery area this week,  which 
will stop the leaks.  At the same time, we 
will also get new guttering at the front.
